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Analysis on the Needs of Old People Living in Elderly Pension Institutions
in the Perspective of Psychology

Abstract: With the continuous increasing of an aging society degree the problem of supporting old people is increasingly evident.
Elderly pension institutions gradually get attention of people. 300 old people living in elderly pension institutions were selected for
questionnaire survey including the material needs of diet living conditions health care administration and spiritual needs of
cultural learning entertainment emotion and personality. Research the needs of the old people living in elderly pension
institutions. Data show that overall material demand level goes bias to lower needs and higher level needs less; psychological
demand level is low and the high — level entertainment demand is very high (49%) . Through analysis get the specific ways of
dealing with the material and spiritual needs of old people. This will promote the development of the pension industry and solve
the problem of pension in China.
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
